As a Chemical Dependency for Youth Facility - Part 382.

- Dormitory I and Dormitory Ii have no program areas.

The available program area of 2,232 square feet divided by 90 square feet/bed
is adequate for 24 beds. Since there is only an allowable capacity of 21 beds,
the program area .is adequate.

C. Proqraa Capacity I

As a Community Residence - Part 375

The available program area of 2,232 square feet divided by 45 square feet per
bed is adequatafor 49 beds. Since there is only an allowable capacity of 21
beds, as arranged, there is more than adequate program areas.

STRUCTURAL DEFICIENCIES

1. If used as a community residence, all buildings lack a complete fire alarm and

smoke detection system.

2. In the women' s dormitory, there are no permanently arranged sleeping facilities.

Instead of beds, the women have to sleep on mattresses placed on the floor.
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The mattresses are arranged on the floor every night by the clients and removed

(to a storage room) every morning - aga~n, by the clients, so the space can be

used as a day care space for children.

3. All of the sleeping spaces are dormitory style with the men sleeping in double

bunks. All lack the required 80 square feet per resident in multiple bedded

rooms and all but one exceed the allowable maximum at 4 beds par room.

4. The toilet and bathing facilities are in~dequate for the number at existing

beds. However, they are adequate for the allowable 21 beds. The toilet rooms

are not arranged for the private use of the fixtures, ie, ~hera are no

partitions around the toilets. The rooms must be arranged for the privata us.

of the fixtures.

S. Dormitory I and Do~itory II lack complete fire alarm and smoke detection

systems. The systems shall be interconnected with the main bu~lding.

6. Dormitory I lacks adequate window area to provide the required light and

ventilation.

7. The exit .doors from the dormitories are locked at night. One of the clients

has the key. The arrangement is unacceptable since the keys are not in the

hands of on duty staff. The exits must be arranged to always be accessible.
