Dear Ms. Van Bramer, Mr. Daly and Ms. Disare,
This responds to yours of September 8, 2010.

First, we thank you for your interest in our school and program and hope to work with each
of you and your staffs to satisfy all reasonable concerns. Second, we are gratified that your
staff did not find evidence of abuse or neglect, as our program is dedicated to valuing each
student entrusted to our care. Physical or mental abuse is anathema to our calling and
program.

Second, we note our strong disagreement with your statement that our effort to ensure
consistent and steadfast implementation of our philosophy was redoubled during the last
year, somehow related to our accreditation. Instead, we have long modeled our program on
best practices and, as these have evolved, so have our methods.

To correct an error of fact in your letter, the Family Foundation School's [FFS] culture has
been actively and consistently evolving during the last two decades. In 1986-87, we
registered with the New York State Education Department [SED] as a non-public school
and, in 1990, meeting SED standards, FFS received our absolute charter. FFS became a
member of the National Association of Therapeutic Schools and Programs (NATSAP),
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
